COMBUSTION AND VENTILATION

Unusually Tight Construction

The air that leaks around doors and

windows may provide enough fresh

air for combustion and wventilation.

The installer must supply an extemal
regulator. The external regulator will
reduce incoming gas pressure. You
must reduce incoming gas pressure
to between 11 and 14 inches of water.
If you do net reduce incoming gas
pressure, heater regulator damage
could cccur. Install external regulator
with the vent pointing down as shown
in Figure 8, Pointing the vent down

Locale sediment
trapwhere it is within reach for cleaning.
Install in the piping system between
fuel supply and heater. Locate sedi-
ment trap where trapped matter is not
likely to freeze. A sediment trap traps
maisture and contaminants. This
keeps them from going into heater
cantrols. If sediment trap is not in-
stalled or is installed Incorrectly,
heater may not run properly.
